We attach a revised version of our paper “‘A Face without Personality’: Coetzee’s Swiftian Narrators” for your consideration.

Review 1: As suggested we have read the Said and Colley references and indeed found them helpful. 

Review 2:  We have tried to make it clearer that we are not claiming Coetzee is a Swiftian satirist, and clarify the nature of our claims to his affinity with Swift. We don't believe that we are 'employing Coetzee's work counter to his own literary philosophy'. Coetzee has no objection to literary scholarship on his writings. In fact, if he did, that would be an assertion of the kind of control he eschews.

We presented this paper at the Coetzee conference in Adelaide in November, and have been working on it in preparation for that and at other times throughout the year, so it is significantly revised. We hope that you will find it acceptable.
