Revisions Made
Based on comments from reviewers, I have made the following revisions:
-- I have deleted the term ‘graphic novel’ from the title and from elsewhere in the article

-- I have moved the textual analysis closer to the front and then focused on one theoretical perspective in more depth (rather than offer several possible ways of reading Sacco’s work). I still feel that it is necessary to provide some background on previous scholarship, but I have pared this discussion down (I’ve taken out the long quote by Said and also moved some other parts to later in the article). After the textual analysis, I have expanded the discussion of Eyal Weizman’s work on architecture in Palestine so this will hopefully provide a better sense of focus and development.

-- I have provided some differentiation between scholarship on Footnotes and Palestine and better situated my own discussion in relation to this work.
-- I have taken out the discussion about comics art and ideology because it was distracting from the main points of the article. I have also deleted the references to Scott and Understanding Comics because it seems, again, not sufficiently engaged with the topic at hand.
-- I have kept the part about narrative structure (Genette), but presented it in a different way, suggesting that graphic narratives such as Footnotes can challenge readers to think about narrative structure in unique ways. 

-- I have deleted unnecessary references in the works cited list 
-- There are several other small stylistic changes and corrections which will hopefully make the essay more readable and coherent.
