Will Rogers once wrote, "Even if you’re on the right track, you’ll get run
over if you just sit there." Subscribers to the Journal of Educational
Thought have a breadth of expertise and experience that ensures that they
are on the right track. The nature of the current educational topics
addressed by contributors to this and other issues of JET indicate that, far
from just sitting there, we are moving full speed ahead along the track.

Politics, pragmatics, and professionalism are major concerns today.
These are well represented in the articles in this issue. Chambers writes
that freedom as liberty, in the absence of constraints by other people, is
crucial in politics and education.
