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Editorial 
In Calgary and throughout much of North America this winter just passed has 
been a particularly severe one. Though now here in a chronological sense 
even summer seems reticent to come forth with the bright colours and warmth 
one has come to expect of this time of year. Reflective of these weather 
patterns and other discouraging events such as ongoing fiscal retrenchment 
is the type of interaction heard among colleagues. It is too often of a 
downbeat nature and that is disappointing. In truth there are many things to 
celebrate and it is time to do so. 

For JET, a recent upbeat event occurred through confirmation, from the 
Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council , that our application for 
continuing partial funding of the journal was successful. We want to say a 
sincere thank you to SSHRC and its application adjudicators for the careful 
consideration given to our application and for the support they expressed for 
what JET has done and is continuing to do. 

This issue of the journal, in addition to our regular inclusion of book 
reviews and interesting articles addressing diverse topics, includes two 
special features. We reintroduce our Forum section for the first time since 
1993 and offer a discussion paper of particular interest both to book 
reviewers and book review editors. 

In the first of our regular articles Sandra Wilson and M. Jean Coolican 
present a qualitative study comparing and contrasting high and low self­
empowered classroom teachers. Tom Puk, in the second paper, examines the 
evolution of information processing theory with regard to psychological 
unconscious learning in the classroom and develops a strategy which 
addresses rational and extrarational (unconscious) learning processes. The 
French article, by Huguette Hebert and Lucille Mandin, discusses how 
teaching practices may become a liberating experience for the student teacher 
and further addresses some issues related to desirable approaches to student 
teacher supervision. 

Our Forum section contains Francis Ryan ' s paper on Narcissism and 
Moral Education, critiques of Ryan ' s work by Gary de Leeuw and Richard 
Garlikov, and his response to those critiques. In total it comprises a most 
interesting discussion of an important issue. 

The final paper of this issue, by Evelina Orteza y Miranda, offers 
interesting food for thought for book reviewers and book review editors alike. 

A number of book reviews conclude what I hope you find to be a 
stimulating issue of the Journal of Educational Thought.
